


CONCLUSIONS 
 

Tropical Storm Fay caused severe flooding on the 
St. Johns River from late August 2008 and lasting 
several weeks.  Stage and discharge are poorly corre-
lated due to the flat slopes in the basin.  Discharge is 
calculated based on stage and velocity measurements.  
Winds affected the discharges that occurred, with 
winds blowing upstream at times reducing the dis-
charge. 
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
